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Church history 

A Brief History of Colts Neck Baptist Church and Community 

Colts Neck, New Jersey is a small suburban town which prides itself on retaining a country atmosphere 

with its many horse farms, produce farms, and orchards. It is located 45 miles south of New York City, 

and 10 miles from the Atlantic Ocean in Monmouth County. Colts Neck covers an area of about 35 

square miles and has a population of approximately 3,500 households with a total population of 12,330. 

Many who live in Colts Neck and surrounding areas commute to work in New York City or adjacent areas 

primarily by bus or train. 

Colts Neck supported both a Protestant and a Catholic Church prior to 1973 when Colts Neck Baptist 

Church (CNBC) was initially begun in a Colts Neck home. Today, there are three churches, Catholic, 

Reformed and Southern Baptist Church (CNBC). 

The members of the CNBC are drawn from many of the surrounding towns of Holmdel, Eatontown, 

Middletown, Marlboro, Freehold and others. Our resident membership is approximately {to be 

determined}, with 35 to 50 attending Sunday morning worship. 

New Jersey is approximately 35 percent Catholic and 15 percent Jewish. Colts Neck has about the same 

ratio, with Catholic slightly higher. Southern Baptists in New Jersey and Colts Neck are less than 1 

percent, which is also true of most of the northeast. 

 

The Southern Baptist Convention started in the New York Metropolitan area in 1958. It supported the 

Monmouth Baptist Church in nearby Eatontown, New Jersey in 1964. Colts Neck Baptist Church is the 

offspring of that Church. 

In July of 1973, a Colts Neck Mission Outreach began in the home of Don and Alma Stewart. In August of 

1973, the Colts Neck Grange Hall was rented for Sunday morning services. Members continued to meet 
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for evening service in the three sponsoring churches: Monmouth Baptist in Eatontown, West Monmouth 

in Freehold, and Calvary Baptist in Aberdeen.  

From August 1973 to August 1975, Rev. Bill Cain, the Pastor of the Calvary Baptist Church, led an early 

worship service in Colts Neck before leading the service at Calvary. Colts Neck Baptist Church was 

constituted as a church in July 1976. 

In December 1975, in anticipation of building a new church, a seven and one-half acre plot of land was 

purchased in the center of Colts Neck. This was made possible by a loan from the Home Mission Board. 

This loan was paid in full by July 1978. 

Rev. John Lindsey, CNBC's first full-time minister, started in August 1975 and served until November 

1979. 

Chaplain Steve Gantt became our Pastor in December of 1979. Dr. Gantt was on active duty with the 

U.S. Army and was on the staff and faculty at the Army Chaplain School at Fort Monmouth. At this time, 

CNBC had an attendance of 65-70 in Sunday school and 80-90 in the worship service. Under the 

leadership of Dr. Gantt, CNBC undertook a "Together We Build" program. In the spring of 1981, we 

broke ground and by the fall of 1981, we were occupying our new church building. 

Our Church sanctuary seats about 250 people, with padded pews. We also have a church choir loft that 

seats approximately 30, and a Baptismal Pool with a dressing room on either side. An electronic control 

room is located in the rear of the Sanctuary. 

The Church's education wing has 11 classrooms, a Pastor's office, a library, kitchen, 4 bathrooms, and a 

fellowship hall which seats 100 comfortably around 12 round tables. 

When Dr. Gantt was transferred to Korea, we called the Rev. John Upton, and he served until 1984. 

At that time, Rev. Darwin Bacon was called, and he served for 9 years before accepting a call to serve in 

Europe under the Foreign Mission Board (now IMB). 

In 1985, a parsonage was built on ½ acre of the property adjacent to the church. It contains 5 bedrooms 

with 2-112 baths and central air/heat. At that same time Dr. Phil Swanson, was called to serve CNBC. 

Due to illness he asked to resign, effective October 31, 2004. 

In 2005 Rev George Russ was called as pastor after having served as interim.  Following his arrival the 

name of the church was changed to Colts Neck Community Church to make it easier to reach into the 

community. Pastor George resigned in 2009 to take the position of Executive Director of the 

Metropolitan New York Baptist Association.

It is located 45 miles south of New York City, 

and 10 miles from the Atlantic Ocean in Monmouth County. Colts Neck covers an area of about 35 

square miles and has a population of approximately 3,500 households with a total population of 12,330. 

Many who live in Colts Neck and surrounding areas commute to work in New York City or adjacent areas 

primarily by bus or train. 

Demographic information 

As of the census of 2000, there were 12,331 people, 3,513 households, and 3,193 families residing in the 

township. The population density was 392.4 people per square mile. There were 3,614 housing units at 

an average density of 115.0/sq mi . The racial makeup of the township was 85.51% White, 7.89% African 

American, 0.23% Native American, 3.63% Asian, 0.01% Pacific Islander, 1.45% from other races, and 

1.29% from two or more races. Hispanic or Latino of any race were 4.22% of the population. 

There were 3,513 households out of which 50.1% had children under the age of 18 living with them, 

83.1% were married couples living together, 6.1% had a female householder with no husband present, 

and 9.1% were non-families. 7.5% of all households were made up of individuals and 2.9% had someone 

living alone who was 65 years of age or older. The average household size was 3.17 and the average 

family size was 3.33. 

In the township the population was spread out with 29.2% under the age of 18, 12.1% from 18 to 24, 

28.8% from 25 to 44, 21.7% from 45 to 64, and 8.1% who were 65 years of age or older. The median age 

was 33 years. For every 100 females there were 109.6 males. For every 100 females age 18 and over, 

there were 113.4 males. 

The median income for a household in the township was $109,190, and the median income for a family 

was $117,980. Males had a median income of $55,609 versus $38,457 for females. The per capita 

income for the township was $46,795. 2.8% of the population and 2.2% of families were living below the 

poverty line, including 2.2% of under eighteens and 2.8% of those over 64.

School Information 

. Students in public school attend the Colts Neck School District for Kindergarten through eighth grade. Schools in the district (with 2005-06 enrollment 

data from the National Center for Education Statistics  are Conover Road Primary School (grades K-2, 444 students), Conover Road Elementary 

School (grades 3-5, 552 students) and Cedar Drive Middle School (grades 6-8, 626 students). 

 

Public school students in grades 9-12 attend Colts Neck High School, is one of the six high schools as part of the Freehold Regional High School 

District including specialized learning centers at all six public high schools. Alternately, students may attend MCVSD magnet schools. Colts Neck High 

School is home to the Law and Public Service Program. This is credited program designed for students interested in the areas of law, politics, and the 

community. The Freehold Regional High School District serves students from Colts Neck, Englishtown, Farmingdale, Freehold, Freehold Township, 

Howell Township, Manalapan Township and Marlboro. 

 

While Colts Neck is known for having an excellent school system, in any given year about 20% of the town's K-8 population attends private schools. 

These include Ranney School, Rumson Country Day School and St. Leo the Great School. At the high school level, with about half of all students 

attending private schools, including Christian Brothers Academy, Lawrenceville School, Peddie School, Ranney School, Red Bank Catholic High

The 

population density was 1,304 people per square mile (503/km²). 

There were 240,884 housing units at an average density of 510 

per square mile (197/km²). The racial makeup of the county was 

84.39% White, 8.06% Black or African American, 0.14% Native 

American, 3.97% Asian, 0.02% Pacific Islander, 1.74% from 

other races, and 1.68% from two or more races.

In the county the population was spread out with 26.10% under 

the age of 18, 6.90% from 18 to 24, 30.40% from 25 to 44, 

24.10% from 45 to 64, and 12.50% who were 65 years of age or 

older. The median age was 38 years. For every 100 females there 

were 94.40 males. For every 100 females age 18 and over, there 

were 90.90 males. 

The median income for a household in the county was $64,271, 

and the median income for a family was $76,823. Males had a 

median income of $55,030 versus $35,415 for females. The per 

capita income for the county was $31,149. About 4.50% of 

families and 6.30% of the population were below the poverty line, 

including 7.50% of those under age 18 and 7.00% of those age 65 

or over. Monmouth County is home to a large Irish-American 

population, with 141,515 residents (23% of the county's 

population) listed themselves as being of Irish ancestry in the 

2000 Census.

Our congregation has just completed the 2nd year of a five year commitment to 

provide a base and support for the ministry of World Changers. 

World Changers seeks to provide a dynamic, weeklong missions experience for 

Christian youth and adults with opportunities to meet the physical and spiritual 

needs of others through practical learning experiences that teach servanthood, 

and personal commitment to missions. 

 

 

We hold a Vacation Bible School program every year. This summer it was held on 

a Friday through Sunday basis, with 20 children in attendance 

 

We have a booth at Olde Colts Neck Day and at the Colts Neck Fair, and hold a 

pancake breakfast as a fund raiser for the Colts Neck Fire Department. 

 

We hosted a presentation of Godspell on behalf of a local charity, and a seminar 

on personal finances for the Colts Neck Business Association; we are the only 

church to hold membership, and are actively involved with them as a means of 

outreach into the business community. 

 

We have a varied program of adult ministries, with 2 Sunday school offerings, a

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Our worship is varied but highly participatory. After greeting one another, we 

have a time of worship in music.  Our current style of worship music is a mix of 

contemporary and hymns.  There are currently 3 groups that provide this wide 

range of worship music. There is a praise team, who play guitar, tambourine and 

programmed keyboard, and consists of 4 singers; an organist and a pianist who 

play hymns; and our interim pastor, who plays the piano and sings and is joined 

by his son who plays a wide variety of instruments. Then is a time of prayer, led 

from within the congregation by various ministry leaders. Another song is sung, 

then the sermon, lasting 30 to 45 minutes. This is followed by the offering, 

announcements, a final chorus, and then dismissal. Often, but not always, there 

will be a time of special report, prayer and/or invitation to an upcoming ministry 

event. 

 

 

We have a High School ministry that meets Sunday evenings, and FUEL, for ages
